In 2006, CNDC provided fiscal sponsorship to 60 charitable groups and
financial accounting services to 13 nonprofit organizations. In addition to
sound financial management, nonprofit directors received coaching and
technical assistance that helped them become more effective managers and
leaders.

CNDC would also like to thank Heidi Glance for her years of dedicated
service. Heidi, a nonprofit tax lawyer and partner at Holland & Hart, was a
founding board member of CNDC and prepared and submitted CNDC’s
initial paperwork for 501(c)(3) status. CNDC benefited greatly from Heidi’s
nonprofit tax expertise. Even after leaving the board, Heidi has continued to

be very generous with her time and legal expertise as tax issues have arisen
with CNDC and projects. Thank you, Heidi.

Looking ahead, CNDC is investigating its next strategic expansion to
determine how we can best utilize our core competencies to help and support
Colorado’s nonprofit sector. We look forward to sharing the results in 2007.

In 2006, CNDC continued its steady growth of the fiscal sponsor program, serving 60 projects and
managing a record $3,926,443 in project revenue. A suiting program for low-income job seckers, a

youth-infused school reform project, and an arts program for documentary filmmakers were
among the ten new projects accepted during the year.

The Andre Center for Breast Cancer Education and Navigation joined CNDC in March 2006.
CNDC supports project director Sandra Walters” mission of assisting breast cancer patients with

education and navigation regarding their
treatment. The Andre Center provides breast
cancer patients statewide with nurses who
specialize in breast cancer education for one
on one consultation. During this consult,
patients are given educational resources and
are coached regarding decisional conflicts. This §
program complements the treatment team by
providing additional education, identifying
appropriate questions to ask and emotional

support.

Nonprofit Support Services

Focus Points Family Resource Center, which was founded in 1996, joined with CNDC as a support
service client in January 2002. As a family center serving the Five Points area, Focus Points pro-
vides and connects families to services that fulfill their needs and concerns, while targeting the spe-
cific issues of the Latino immigrant population, the high unemployment rate, and economic and
social integration. According to project director Cynthia Gallegos, the goal of Focus Points is to
establish a “supportive and healthy social fabric that exemplifies prevention, innovation, and local
responsiveness.” Focus Points’ services and activities include Even Start Literacy, which serves the
Spanish-speaking community; Parents as Teachers and HIPPY Plus, which provide home instruc-
tion for children from the ages of zero to three and three to five, respectively; and before-school
reading and chess programs at local elementary schools. Classes and childcare are free of charge.

The Board of Directors of Focus Points initially took
advantage of CNDC accounting services because of
the desire to have strong financial account manage-
ment, Gallegos said, and the partnership has contin-
ued due to mutual satisfaction with the relationship.
“Through the expertise of the CNDC staff, Focus
Points’ executive management has increased a positive
cash flow, addressed inefficiencies and created a posi-
tive view of fiscal management,” she said. “The sup-
pott provided by CNDC will continually improve,
enabling Focus Points to focus on quality programs to
better serve the community.”
