We’ve served as a neutral home for collaborative efforts, including the 

Denver Employment Alliance, Association of Area Agencies on Aging, 

and the Colorado Asthma Coalition.  

 

We’ve been an effective next step for established programs on their way 

to organizational independence.  Groups including the Lowry Family 

Center, the Colorado Anti-Violence Program and Women’s Lighthouse 

Project have become projects of CNDC without interrupting the 

valuable services they provide in the community. 

 

And fiscal sponsorship has enabled projects to launch without delay.  In 

2007, the Denver Preschool Program was able to quickly hire staff and 

begin its work soon after voters approved funding for the program. 

 

Nonprofit Support Services has gone beyond providing accounting 

services.  We’ve done in-depth financial analyses of nonprofit 

organizations and coached clients on ways to restructure 

organizationally to be more economical and effective.  More innovative 

uses of Nonprofit Support Services are described in this report. 

 

In 2007, CNDC continued to grow both financially and the number of 

projects and clients served.  We hope the nonprofit sector and funders 

will continue to find innovative ways for the Colorado Nonprofit 

Development Center to enhance the effective and efficient use of 

community resources.

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Fiscal Sponsor Program 
In 2007, CNDC’s fiscal sponsor program continued to grow, serving 69 projects and managing $5,901,411 

in project revenue—an increase of over 50 percent from 2006.  Among the nine new projects accepted 

during the year was a resource group for family members of military casualties and a pilot program to 

co-locate dental hygienist in pediatric offices.   
 

Among the benefits of fiscal sponsorship is seeing ideas become reality and needed services becoming 

available through project efforts.  Healthcare for Every Child joined CNDC in October 2005 with a plan to 

ensure that low-income children in Colorado receive quality health care in a culturally responsive 

manner.  It currently operates two successful programs. The Colorado Children’s Healthcare Access 

Program (CCHAP) is breaking down the barriers to providing a “medical home” for all children 

regardless of their insurance status.  Through the Sociocultural Training Program (STeP), Healthcare for 

Every Child provides cultural competency training to pediatricians, residents and staffs in an effort to 

improve the quality of patient-provider interaction. 
 

Healthcare for Every Child continues to grow, recently receiving a grant to do an assessment of the 

medical needs of the uninsured in rural Colorado.  They’re also developing Healthy Mothers Colorado, 

which plans to use the CCHAP model to ensure that all pregnant women get the pre- and postnatal care 

they need. 
 

“We’re funded by eight different foundations, so trying to remember when those are due, what reports 

go where, can get pretty complicated,” said Christina Ells, Program Manager of CCHAP.  “CNDC has 

been immensely helpful in that regard.” 

 

 

Nonprofit Support Services 
 

In 2007, CNDC served 22 support services clients, up from 13 in 2006.  Innovative uses of Nonprofit 

Support Services have included:  
 

The Mayor’s Office of HIV Resources (MOHR) asked CNDC to provide accounts payable services for the 

Metro Denver Ryan White funds as a way of expediting monthly payments to service providers.  CNDC 

agreed to write checks to providers and track Ryan White funds.  The result is an expedited payment 

process for providers that also meets the accountability standards of the Mayor’s Office of HIV 

Resources. 
 

The Rose Community Foundation and The Colorado Health Foundation asked CNDC to assess the 

financial management operations and capacity of a nonprofit that both foundations had invested in.  

CNDC conducted the assessment and made a variety of recommendations regarding internal controls, 

accounting function, audit, and tracking of unrestricted dollars.  Based on CNDC’s recommendations, the 

nonprofit outsourced its accounting and revised its internal controls. 

 

CNDC was approached by a nonprofit to review its accounting, grants tracking, internal controls, and 

provide guidance on financial reporting.  CNDC consulted over several months to help the nonprofit 

migrate from only having an outsourced CPA to a more cost-effective assignment of duties between the 

staff, payroll service, and outsourced accountant.  In addition, CNDC coached staff on designing and 

using understandable financial reporting to enhance effective management.
